The City of Mansfield continues to make homeowner rehabilitation a high priority in both the Consolidated Plan anaugieA&tion Plan,

funding $398,281.12 in CDBG Emergency rehabilitation projects. Despite the ongoing pandemic, Community Developmenbveasgbddtet

24 projects, and had 12 open at the end of the Program Year. Additionallyesipiient funding is aritical aspect of the City's programs

including the DiaA-Ride program with the Richland County Transit Board, Mansfield Metropolitan Housing Authority's Emergency Subsistence
Payment Program, NECIC's Community Garden Program, and the Catholic Gh@rtiefood pantry. COVID brough additional challenges as

well as additional funding totaling $714,967 under the ClIBGorogram. This funding was utilized by the Mansfield City School District to
provide Chromebooks to low/mod income students to fadiéitdistance learning, as well as nearly $500,000 in emergency subsistence funding.
Many programs were delayed during the CO¥fDpandemic, and most of those programs have resumed, though some delays remain.

The City of Mansfield has continued to worktbe West End Target area to revitalize the neighborhood with safer sidewalks, crosswalks, and
street lighting. Construction is expected to begin March 2022.

Homeless activities included funding through tharmony House for their G8to-Work program. These
goals were anticipated during the 2019 program year, but had programmatic delays followed by COVID
19. The program began running as businesses began to hire again and to date has assisted 18
employment sekers through the Harmony House Homeless Shelter.

Non-Homeless Rehabilitation activities exceeded expectations despite the €1O\piEndemic.
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Rental Assistance was provided through the Mansfield Metropolitan Housing Authority, utilizing 2020,
and CDB&Vfunding. While this funding wasn't anticipated it served a great need, assisting more
households than we could have possibly expected. 308 total households were assisted with Emergency
Subsistence Payments. Data was not entered for these activities fiatilaly 1, data may not show on
reports.

As the City continues making strides to reduce the wait time to receive services from the department,
the need simply out weighs the funding, msny reside on a waiting lisAs the City continues to look

concepts.

Emergency and full home rehabilitations will continue to be a critical operation within this department.
As the housing stock continues to age with citizens not having the economic means to invest in repairs
and upkeep of these older homeaghabilitation will play a key role.

Emergency Subsistence has also proven to be a beneficial program for the City of Mansfield, especially
during the COVI29 pandemic.

The City of Mansfield does provide technical assistance and participatesards and committees that
serve the homeless needs of the area. The followaiggncies and nonprofit organizations provide
services to homeless populations within the City of Mansfield. First Call 211, The Salvation Army,
Catholic Charities, Volunteers of Ameri€atalyst Life Services, HUD VA VASH, Independent Living
Center, andHarmony House Homeless Shelter.

Addressing the emergency shelter and transitional housing needs of homeless persons

HUD encourages communitiesaddress the problems of homelessness in a coordinated,
comprehensive, and strategic fashion so as to devalopngoing Continuum of Care (COC) planning
process. Hud defines the Continuum of Care as:

"A Community plan to organize and deliver housing services to meet the specific needs of people who
are homeless as they move to stable housing and maximunrsdétfiency. It includes action steps to
end homelessness and prevent a return to homelessness."

HUD further describes the fundamentamponents of a comprehensive COC system as a process that
provides outreach, intake, and assessment to: 1) ideatifyndvidual's or family's service and housing
needs, and 2) link them to appropriate housing and/or servés®urces. The typical segments of a
continuum of care system includassystem which providesutreach, intake, and assessment of
homeless persons, haing to shelter them on an emergency basis, housing to shelter them while they
are moving toward permanent housing, and supportive services that would be needed to address the
causes of homelessness.

Helping lowiincome individuals and families avoid beodng homeless, especially extremely
low-income individuals and families and those who are: likely to become homeless after
being discharged from publicly funded institutions and systems of care (such as health care
facilities, mental health facilities, feter care and other youth facilities, and corrections
programs and institutions); and, receiving assistance from public or private agencies that

The primary source of rental assistance in Richland County continues to be the Mansfield Metropolitan
Housing Authority.

The Mansfield Metropolitan Housing Authority administers the Housing Choice Voucher
Program(Section 8) and currentiyaintains a portfolio of 1,903 voucheiar RichlandCounty. The need

for housing vouchersutweighs the number availabignificantly. Currently, MMHA has a waiting list of
around 1536 families and it currently takes a family well over a year to reactophof the waiting list

to possibly secure a housing voucher. At this time MMHA has 204 families with vouchers ready for use,
that are unable to find appropriate housing to utilize those vouchers.

The City of Mansfield does not appear to haveyy excessive, exclusionary, discriminatrguplicative
policies, rules and regulations that may constitbgariers to affordability in cost or incentives to
develop or maintain units. The City has reviewed policies affecting real estate and othertpydgnd
use costs, zoning ordinances, building codes code enforcement, fees, and charges.

The City is not aware of any major analyses of existing policies within the past five years. While there do
not appear to be major systemizarriersto affordabke housing at the local level, there are Federal

policies that effectively hinder the ability of local governments to meet affordable housing goals. For
example, the federal "Lead Based Paint Hazard Reduction" requirements could make Mansfield's older
housig stock more difficult to rehabilitate.

While moet of the general demographica provided for the Cly of Mansfield are Intended to paind 4 picture of
the overall make-up of the community, the information can aisa point bo same Issuss That maey be
Influencing fair housing conditions and possibly impeding fair housing chalca. The cantinued Isolation of
cartain demographic groups in the City indicates challenges in breaking dowm raclal bamers to foster an
enviionment conducive o Integredion, Poverty and the many challenges thal face houssholds experiencing
poverty reduces housing cholce and often canfriburtaa o [solation. Finally, the protectad cegraa continue b
exparience discrimination and often face mere heusing prablame than alher demographles.

Tha U.§. Depariment of Hausing and Urban Development requires an entification of the fair housing
challenges fecing the Clty. After the challengea wers [dentified, goals and action items fo address fair
housing lssues were required fo be created. Conskderation had t be given o certan constrainks and/or
reabtian facing the Cliy Tka steffing, funding, ate.

In addition, the support from kocal organizations and nonpreofiis on falr houslng lesuss nead o be
considered.

As with many communities throughaut the nation, there ate more kw-income familles In the Clty then
avaliable affordable or subsidizad housing. This disperity indicates a need for he dewslopmenl of more
affordabla housing ar en ncrease n subskiles to exisling market rate hausing unjts.

Tha cantral, narth, and nardhwesst sides of the City ars faced with the socineconomic challangss not a8
resdy found in olher neighbarhoads In the Clty. Paverty rates are highes, and labar lore participetion ks
lower. Access ¥ high performing elementary schools is more difficutt and educational altalnment levels are
|ower. Housing values are lowst in these neighborhoods, and most of Lhe housing slock was built bafora
1960 making morigape appmvels mere difficult and homeawnar meintenance mora pravaient. Thers & also
a strong cometation In these areas between high minarity popukations and & higher rate of paverty, Many of
the challenges outiinex] above effect these nelghborhoods at a greater level than the rest of the Clty.
